Teachers are not on duty until 7:40 am.  Students who arrive before 7:40 a.m. are unsupervised.  Any student arriving before 7:40 a.m. must report to the cafeteria.  
When the weather is bad students may come into the Reading Resource Room located in the elementary building.    

Students must receive permission from the administration or professional staff before leaving the school for any reason.  In order to leave school a parent/guardian must be contacted and the student must sign out in the office.

ATTENDANCE

Good attendance is a quality trait of successful students.  An absence is a day lost; it can never be regained or made-up because it cannot be repeated.  The Eldorado School realizes that a student may be absent, but absences must be held to a minimum.  Please call the school when your child is absent. If an emergency occurs and you are unable to call the school, send a note with your child explaining why the student was absent.  If your child misses school to go to a doctor/dentist please bring a note from the doctor’s office.  When absent, come to school early the following morning to receive an admit to class.  The student is responsible for having each teacher sign his/her admit for the class period(s) missed.  A student is to be counted absent after fifteen (15) minutes.  A late bus will not be counted as a tardy. Total days allowed for absences (excused and unexcused) from class are five (5) days per 9-week period/ 10 each semester. Parents or guardians will be notified when a student has accumulated the fifth absence for any class. This notification may take place by mail, phone, or conference. Upon the 11th absence in a course the student will receive a grade of 59 for the course (unless the student has earned a lower grade). 

If the student chooses to continue not attending class, the absences may lead to further disciplinary action, parent conferences, suspension, referral to the Court Related and Community Services, or legal action in compliance with the Oklahoma State attendance laws.

If a child is absent without valid excuse four (4) or more days or parts of days within a four-week period or is absent without valid excuse for ten (10) or more days or parts of days within a semester, the attendance officer shall notify the parent, guardian or custodian of the child and immediately report such absences to the district attorney in the county wherein the school is located for juvenile proceedings pursuant to Title 10A of the Oklahoma Statutes. (70-10-106)
Attendance Laws: By law, schools must report any and all students who drop out of school to the Department of Public Safety. They must also report all students who miss ten consecutive days of school or fifteen parts of days of school in a single semester. Once the Department of Public Safety receives notification from the school, they are mandated by law to take action within fifteen days. This action includes a certified letter giving written notice that the driving privileges and drivers licenses will be canceled.

The principal may make discretionary rulings in cases of extraordinary situations or chronic conditions.  A student who is about to receive a failing grade due to excessive absences may appeal the decision to the "Attendance Committee," composed of the principal and two professional teachers in the Eldorado Schools.  This appeal requesting a hearing must be submitted in writing to the principal within five (5) days of the mailing of the failing notice.  Should this appeal prove unsatisfactory to the student, a further appeal may be made to the Superintendent, in writing, within the following three (3) days.

If an absence is planned in advance the parent/guardian is asked to call the school no later than 3 days prior to the planned absence. The student should contact the office for a Planned Absence/ Activity Form, and then he/she is responsible for contacting teachers to arrange his/her makeup work. The form should be returned to the office before the absence. 

Participants in school-sponsored events should contact the office for a Planned Absence/ Activity Form, and then he/she is responsible for contacting teachers to arrange his/her makeup work. The form should be returned to the office or activity sponsor before the absence. Participants in school-sponsored events are not counted absent from their classes. In order for a student to be counted in attendance, the school activity must be under the direction and supervision of a teacher.  A student serving as a legislative page is to be counted in attendance at the school. 

For students participating in extra-curricular activities, a maximum of ten (10) absences per period per year will be allowed.  The following are exceptions approved by the OSSAA and are not included in the ten days:

· State Competition (Athletic, Academic, Speech)

· Spring Livestock Show (if competed in local and county shows)

· District Livestock Show (if competed in local and county shows)

· State and National Meetings, Contests, or Recognition Ceremonies in which a student has earned the right to compete or be recognized.

The following will be counted as an excused absence:

· Driver’s License Test 

· One college day 

· Military physicals

When a student has unexcused absences, unexcused tardies, or a combination of unexcused tardies and unexcused absences they may be assigned to Saturday school too make up loss of classroom instruction. Students will be given notice. Parents shall be responsible for transporting their child to and from Saturday School.
ALCOHOL - DRUGS - AND OTHER CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES

The possession or use of certain drugs is a serious violation of the law and is punishable by fine and/or imprisonment.  A student is required to know the laws about drugs and is required to obey the same laws on school grounds as elsewhere.  Schools are a part of society and are subject to the same laws as the rest of society.  Accordingly, students and school authorities have the same responsibility as every other citizen to report violations of law.  It should be noted that school discipline will be imposed independently of court action.  Students may be temporarily suspended, or given a lengthy suspension for possession or use of illegal drugs or a controlled substance.  The lengthy suspension may follow a hearing and review in the same manner as a lengthy suspension for any other offense if proper written notice of appeal is filed by the pupil suspended.

REPORTING STUDENTS UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF OR POSSESSING INTOXICATING BEVERAGES, ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES, OR CONTROLLED DANGEROUS SUBSTANCES
When a student is suspected of being in violation of federal, state, or local law for possession, use or distribution of any illegal drug or controlled substance, the local law enforcement agency should be immediately notified.  The administration will communicate all available information to the police and offer full cooperation of the administration and faculty to a police investigation.  Immediate notification will also be given to the parent or guardian.

It shall be the policy of the Eldorado Board of Education that any public school teacher who has reasonable cause to suspect that a student may be under the influence of, or said student has in his/her possession nonintoxicating beverages as defined in section 163.2 of Title 37 of the Oklahoma Statutes, alcoholic beverages as defined in Section 506 of Title 37 of the Oklahoma Statutes or a controlled dangerous substance, as defined in Section 2-102 of Title 63 of the Oklahoma Statutes, the teacher shall report the matter, upon recognition, to the school principal or his designee. If the student is found to be under the influence, the principal or designee shall immediately notify the superintendent of schools or designee and a parent or legal guardian of the student of the matter." (Reference: OS 70-24-138):

No officer or employee of the Eldorado School District or member of the Eldorado Board of Education shall be subject to any civil liability for any statement, report, or action taken in assisting or referring for assistance to any medical treatment, social service agency or facility, any student reasonably believed to be abusing or incapacitated by the use of intoxicating beverages, alcoholic beverages, or a controlled dangerous substance unless such assistance or referral was made in bad faith or with malicious purpose.

Every teacher employed by the Eldorado Board of Education, who has reasonable cause to suspect that a student is under the influence of or has in his/her possession intoxicating beverages, alcoholic beverages, or a controlled dangerous substance and who reports such information to the appropriate school official, shall be immune from all civil liability.  (Ref.:  O.S. Title 70, Section 24-132)

ALCOHOL AND/OR DRUG ABUSE POLICY

Alcohol and/or drug abuse shall be defined as sale, possession, use and/or being under the influence, while under the supervision of the school or in attendance at any school related function, of non-intoxicating beverages, alcohol, controlled dangerous substances or any compound, liquid, chemical narcotic, drug, vegetable, fruit or other substance which:

1.
Contains ketones, aldehydes, organic acetones, ether, chlorinated hydrocarbons (e.g. gasoline, glue, fingernail polish, white out, etc.) or some other solvent releasing  toxic vapors, or

2.
Causes or can cause conditions of intoxication, inebriation, excitement, elation, stupefaction, paralysis, irrationality, dulling of the brain or nervous system or otherwise changes, distorts or disturbs the eyesight, thinking process, judgment, balance, or coordination of an individual.
Student Suspended For Alcoholic and/or Drug Abuse

A. First Offense

Upon proof of guilt, a student that is a first time offender will be suspended for one semester. The principal will inform the parent(s) both verbally, when possible, and by letter that the student has been suspended for alcoholic and/or drug abuse. The notification will include the length of the suspension and will ask both parent(s) and student to meet with the principal or his/her designee.

A suspended student, who is a first time offender for possession of, or for being under the influence of drugs as defined above, could be readmitted conditionally to a school after ten days if these conditions are met:  

1.
The student must be involved in or enrolled in counseling with a counselor or agency approved by the school. Parents' involvement, although not required, is strongly requested. During the period of counseling, reports on the progress of the student will be provided to the principal. These progress reports are to be signed by the counselor. 

2.
Upon proof of compliance with number one above, the student would be readmitted on probationary status and would stay on probation as long as counseling continues. Counseling, upon successful completion, would be terminated by the counselor. A statement of release, signed by the counselor, must be submitted to the principal.

B. Second and Subsequent Offenses:

Upon commission of a second offense, the District Attorney's Office will be requested to file the appropriate legal action upon signed complaint (Reference O.S. 70-24-102). This policy applies to both regular and special education students. The special education review committee will meet following the suspension. A second offense will result in suspension from the school for a minimum of a semester's length of time.

C. Sale of Controlled Substances

Sale of any of the substances listed in the preceding paragraphs shall result in suspension for a minimum of one semester. Notification will be sent to the Board of Education, police, District Attorney, and parent(s) or guardian(s) of the student. A second offense will result in suspension from the school for a minimum of a semester's length of time.

Drug Paraphernalia: Possession of any article used for taking drugs or in selling drugs.

Suspensions for possession of drug paraphernalia include:

1st offense:

ASSEMBLY PROGRAMS

Assembly programs are held regularly to broaden the experience and interest of students and are planned for everybody.  Students will be seated, at all programs, according to classes and roll will be checked. “Cuts” from assemblies will be handled as unexcused absences from all classes. Students should be courteous to speakers at all times. Applause should be shown by clapping hands only. NO WHISTLES. A teacher has the authority to reprimand any student. Parents and visitors are welcome at all assemblies.

BIKES

Parents please discuss a safe route to school if your child rides their bike. We have a bike rack for students to park their bike. 
BULLYING/HARASSMENT/INTIMIDATION

Bullying is the general term applied to a pattern of behavior whereby one person with internal anger and consequent aggression and lacking interpersonal skills chooses to displace his/her aggression onto another person, chosen for his/her vulnerability with respect to the bully, using tactics of constant criticism, nit-picking, exclusion, isolation, teasing, etc., with verbal, psychological, and physical violence.  Threatening behavior is defined as any pattern of behavior or isolated action, whether or not it is directed at another person, that a reasonable person would believe indicated potential for future harm to students, school personnel, or school property. Threatening behavior, harassment, intimidation and bullying is strictly prohibited.  Threatening behavior, harassment, intimidation and bullying by electronic communication, whether or not the communication originated at school is strictly prohibited.  Electronic communication is defined as the communication of any written, verbal, or pictorial information by means of an electronic device, including, but not limited to, a telephone, a cellular telephone, or other wireless telecommunication device, or a computer.  

All incidents of harassment, intimidation, bullying, or threatening behavior reported to school officials for the propose of determining the severity of the incidents and their potential to result in future violence will be investigated by school administrators.  

· Students found to be using bullying tactics towards other students will receive appropriate disciplinary actions.  

· School administrators reserve the right to contact local law officials as needed.

· The school may recommend that available community mental health care options be provided to the student, if appropriate.

· School officials may request the disclosure of information concerning students who have received mental health care that indicates an explicit threat to the safety of students of school personnel.  
CAFETERIA GUIDELINES

There is a well equipped cafeteria available to all. We hope you will take advantage of this facility.  A hot lunch and breakfast program is provided in the school cafeteria for the benefit and convenience of both the student and parent. In accordance with federal law, students are not to take food or drink from the cafeteria. Ignoring this directive could result in loss of state aid to the district. Lunches from home are allowed as long as they comply with state/federal guidelines. Microwaves are not for student use. Students should conduct themselves in appropriate manner during lunch. Students are expected to practice courtesy and good manners while eating meals in the cafeteria. Students are also expected to clean up after themselves and place empty trays and trash in the proper place.
CHEATING POLCY
Some students occasionally feel a need for various reasons to resort to cheating. Cheating is defined as dishonesty giving or receiving aid or information on any test or assignment. If a student is caught cheating on tests or other classroom work, “zeros” will be given to the student(s) involved. No provisions are made to makeup or otherwise receive credit for the work or test in question.
COMMUNITY SERVICE

The administration reserves the right to assign community service such as but not limited to picking up trash, mopping floors, or taking out trash. Students may be assigned community service for disciplinary action. This method of discipline is designed to serve as a disciplinary tool which will help keep students in the regular classroom as much as possible.
CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

Corporal punishment shall be administered after other disciplinary measures have proven unsuccessful.  A teacher who feels that corporal punishment is necessary shall discuss that matter with the principal. No more than three (3) swats may be given.  Parents shall be notified by phone or note about swats given and reason. 
DETENTION

Detention Hours: Tuesday – Thursday: 3:50-4:15
1. Be on time

2. Stay in seat and work on assignments

3. No talking, sleeping, leaving room or wasting time

4. No food, candy, gum or beverages permitted

5. All school rules and policies are still in effect

Failure to meet detention expectations could result in one or more of the following:

a. Saturday School

b. Conference with parents/guardians

c. Out of school suspension

d. Other measures as deemed necessary by administration

Students who arrive late or who leave early will not be able to count the day’s session toward their detention hours and may incur additional ASDs or Saturday School. Any student receiving three (3) or more detentions during the same week will be required to attend Saturday School.
SATURDAY SCHOOL

Saturday School will be held each Saturday as needed (with the exception of holiday weekends) for four (4) hours, starting at 8:00 am and going until 12:00 pm. It is the responsibility of the parents to provide transportation for the student to and from Saturday School. Detention rules will apply. Students who arrive late or who leave early will not be able to count the day’s session toward their required hours and may incur additional ASD’s or Saturday School days. Failure to attend Saturday School may result in out-of-school suspension. In the event that the regularly scheduled Saturday School session is unable to be held, students will be expected to attend the next scheduled Saturday session.

AFTER SCHOOL DETENTION (ASD) & SATURDAY SCHOOL POLICY

Objectives:

1. To provide a consequence for students who misbehave and/or interfere with classroom learning.

2. To provide a consequence for students who are non-productive or disruptive, due to excessive tardiness or absences, or fail to comply with district, school, or classroom rules.

3. To provide continuity of the student’s education program, while reducing disruptive classroom behavior.

Guidelines:

1. Students may be referred to After School Detention (ASD) by any faculty/staff member. The assigning faculty/staff member will determine the duration of the detention.

2. A referral slip (“Pink Slip”) will need to be completed and turned into the principal’s office.

3. A copy of the referral slip will be sent home with the student prior to the day or days the student will be in detention to serve as notification to parent/guardian. It is the responsibility of the student to inform parent/guardian of any assigned detentions.

4. Parent/guardian of other designated adult, at or above the age of twenty-one (21), will be required to sign the student out of detention. Students not picked up by the scheduled time may incur an additional day of ASD.

5. Students must bring homework or approved reading materials to detention or work will be provided for them by the supervisor with no implied or guaranteed credit given. Any ASD assigned work must be completed to the satisfaction of the ASD supervisor. Any student refusing to do the assigned work may receive additional days of ASD or Saturday School.

6. A parent/guardian of any student needing to reschedule a detention for any reason will need to contact the principal. Students who are absent or check out early on the day of their detention will be expected to make up the missed day at the next regularly scheduled detention session after their return.

Possible reasons for a student receiving a detention referral may include, but are not limited to:

· Disrespect to school employees, visitors, or other students

· Refusal/failure to do class work or homework

· Violations of set school/classroom policies, guidelines or rules

· Inappropriate behavior(s)

· Other infractions as deemed necessary by teachers and/or the principal

There are certain serious offenses that include, but are not limited to, involvement with drugs, alcohol, weapons, or mistreatment of other students. This may result in suspension on the first offense.

DISCIPLINE 
Eldorado Public Schools' primary goal is to educate students who reside in the school district.  Discipline is a part of the education process.  When the behavior of an individual student comes in conflict with the rights of others, corrective actions must be taken.  All students enrolled in Eldorado Public Schools will be expected to abide by the rules and regulations as set forth by the Board of Education, administration and teachers.  These rules and regulations are applicable while in attendance at school, at school-sponsored activities, and while being transported to or from school.

When the student boards the bus, enters school grounds or embarks upon a school-sponsored activity, and only at that time, does he/she become the responsibility of the school district.  Such responsibility shall end at the close of the school day and the student departs the school grounds, is delivered to the regular bus stop or the student is delivered to the point of pickup, in the event of extra-curricular activities.

Senate Bill 1553 requires all Disciplinary Records to be sent with the student's academic records when transferring to another school district.

POSSIBLE DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS:  

1. Warn student.

2. Advise parents.

3. Remove from class or group (temporary or permanent).

4. Parental conferences.

5. In-school detention (before, during or after school).

6. In-school intervention.

7. Review committee composed of teachers who know the student and who will review the record and render a written recommendation.

8. Corporal punishment.

9. Financial restitution.

10. Involve law enforcement.

11. Refer to other social agencies.

12. Probationary period—restriction of privileges.

13. Clean, straighten or repair items or facilities damaged.

14. Suspension/Expulsion and/or a combination of disciplinary actions

15. Any other disciplinary action deemed appropriate under the circumstance.
16. Saturday School - Students may be assigned to Saturday school for disciplinary actions or attendance problems.
17. School Service - Students may be assigned School Service for disciplinary actions or attendance problems.
DRUG DOG

 A drug dog may be used on campus at any time without prior notification to students.

Food and Drink

Students may have food or drinks only during designated lunch periods. Food and or drinks on campus, outside the cafeteria are prohibited. NO GUM, CANDY, POP, SNACKS, SUNFLOWER SEEDS, or other foods in the building unless prior approval is obtained for special occasions.
ELECTRONIC DEVICES  

Because of their potentially disruptive effect on classes, radios, tape players, CD players, MP3 players, I-pods, personal camera’s, etc… will not be permitted during class time or in the hallway during class changes. Any cell phone/electronic device used during these times without the consent of the teacher or administrator, is subject to being confiscated for the remainder of the day. These may be picked up by the parent or legal representative after 3:45 PM in the main office. 

If in a student’s possession, wireless communication devices shall be TURNED OFF (NO POWER: cannot be on vibrate or silent) during school hours and PUT AWAY in an inconspicuous place out of sight, for example in a purse, locker, pocket or book bag. Students may choose to turn phones in at the office during the school day and they can be picked up upon leaving the school building. 

CELL PHONE/ELECTRONIC DEVICE ZONE: Cell phones and electronic devices will be permitted in designated areas before the 8:00 AM school bell at the beginning of the day and during the student’s designated lunch period. Students may use their cell phone or electronic devices in the cafeteria, school yard, or bench areas during these designated times.

Cell phones may be taken on extra-curricular activity trips with the sponsor’s and administration’s approval but the sponsor will have control over when and how the item is used. 

Possession or use of an electronic paging device by a student while on school premises, or while in transit under the authority of the school, or while attending any function sponsored or authorized by the school is prohibited except by written consent of the superintendent of schools. This is a violation of State Law Section, 491. Consent forms are available in the office.

1st offense – device will be confiscated and turned into the principal’s office until picked up by parent/guardian. 
2nd offense – device will be confiscated and turned into the principal’s office until picked up by parent/guardian. The student may be given 1 to 3 days of ISI or other appropriate discipline.

3rd offense- device is banned from the school and parent is notified.

is notified.

ELIGIBILITY 

Beginning the 4th week of each semester grades will be checked on all 4th – 6th grade students and turned in to the Principal by 3:30 Friday afternoon of each week and a listing of ineligible students given to the teachers by Monday morning.  A letter will be mailed to the parent.  The lowest passing grade is 60%.  Any student failing any subject will be on probation for one week.  A student who does not bring the grade up to passing during the week on probation or who is failing in any class then becomes ineligible the next week.


Students must be in attendance at school at least one-half (1/2) day on the day of the activity to be eligible to participate in an extra-curricular activity.   Exceptions must be approved by administration.
EMERGENCY DRILLS

FIRE/DISASTER INSTRUCTIONS 

· Books are to be left in the classroom; only personal items of value are to be taken.  Do not go to lockers.

· Close all windows and doors, but do not lock.

· Walk ---- DO NOT RUN ---- to your assigned exit.

· Students in bathrooms should join the nearest line, rejoining their class once outside the building.

· No one should return to the building until the all-clear signal is given.

· Fire fighting must be secondary to the safety of the students and teachers.

· Teachers will take their attendance books with them as they leave the building so that all students can be accounted for after the building is evacuated.

· At least two fire drills per year will be held and the first fire drill and intruder drill must occur within fifteen days from the first day of school.  At least one storm drill, bus evacuation drill, lock down drill, and intruder drill will be held each semester.
BUS EVACUATION DRILL INSTRUCTIONS:

· A bus evacuation drill will be conducted in conjunction with a fire drill.  

· After students have safely evacuated the building for a fire drill, they will be escorted to the buses with their teacher.  

· Each bus driver will complete a front and rear evacuation drill with students.

FIRE DRILL INSTRUCTIONS:
· Alarm Sound:  Fire Alarm will sound ---- intercom announcement.

· Escape Procedures:

A. Use the nearest exit on the west side of the school. Teachers will point out to each class which exit to use.

B. Students using the west exits should go to the west side of the school grounds.

C. Teachers:  Use other exits if the pre-selected exit is blocked due to smoke, fire, or other temporary obstacles.

STORM DRILL INSTRUCTIONS:

· Alarm Sound:  Bell will sound continuously ---- intercom announcement

· Shelter Procedures:

A. Teachers with classrooms located on the south end of the building are to take their students down the hall, in single file, out the south door to the storm shelter. 

B. The first group reaching the shelter should open the door, turn on the lights, and move to the south end of the shelter. Quickly and orderly!!!
C. Each entering group should move as far into the shelter as possible to make room for those following. This is a PUBLIC SHELTER.

D. Teachers with classrooms located on the north end of the building are to take their students down the hall, in single file, out the south door to the storm shelter. 

E. Teachers on the playground or gym area are to take their students to the storm shelter located by the PK/K building. Remain inside until advised otherwise. 
LOCK DOWN and INTRUDER DRILL INSTRUCTIONS:

· Teachers will be notified of drill on the intercom system.
· Administrators will ensure that all exterior doors are locked.
· Administrator will contact each teacher to ensure that all students are accounted for in their classroom.
· Local law enforcement officials will be notified.
· Students will remain in their classroom until all clear is called. 
EXPULSIONS AND SUSPENSIONS
All students know how to act and show proper manners.  Sometimes students choose to act improperly or behave rudely.  The administration has the authority to suspend any student in accordance with existing state laws.  Students, who conduct themselves in such a manner as to have a detrimental and/or demoralizing effect on the student body and/or educational process, may on recommendation of the administration, be suspended. Suspension is defined as removal of a student from school and all school functions for a specified period of time. A student can be suspended from one day to a maximum period authorized by law. Parents or legal guardians of the student(s) will be notified of the suspension by mail and by verbal contact, when possible. Students, who are suspended out of school, will not be allowed on any school properties or allowed to attend school functions at any time during the suspension period. Failure to comply with this policy may lead to additional suspension. 
     
     Some causes for disciplinary action, suspension and/or expulsion include, but are not limited to, the following:
1. Continued willful disobedience or disrespect to school personnel.

2. Damaging or defacing school property.

3. Repeated truancy or tardiness.

4. Profanity, vulgarity or obscene gestures.

5. Stealing.

6. Immoral conduct.

7. Possession or use of tobacco, alcoholic beverages, narcotics, drugs, stimulants, etc. on the school premises, or being under the influence of alcohol or drugs when in attendance at school functions.

8. Gambling

9. Fighting at school or school functions.

10. Repeated intimidation, harassing or verbal abuse of a student or school personnel at school or school sponsored activity.

11. Unauthorized absence from school, class, or leaving school grounds without permission.

12. Carrying dangerous weapons at school or school activities.

13. Refusal to do required assignments.

14. Disruptive behavior at school activities.

15. Not following dress code.

16. Behavior in class which interferes with others’ learning.

17. Cheating on assignments or tests.

18. Poor sportsmanship at school activities.

19. Refusal to follow a directive, verbal or written, from an administrator, teacher or bus driver.

20. Wearing hats in the building during class day.

21. Failure to take books and supplies to class.

22. Being in the building without permission.

23. Making unauthorized phone calls.  

24. Reckless driving on campus or adjacent streets.

25. Driving or sitting in cars during lunch or class periods.

26. Display of affection, including holding hands.

27. Display of gang paraphernalia or gang communications. 
Suspension Procedures
If at any time it is concluded that the nature of the offense or accumulation of offenses warrants a suspension, one of the following will occur:
1. Short Term Suspension (Four days or less)
a. Brief the student on the offense, giving the nature of the offense and the intended punishment.

b. Give the student the right to present his/her defense and tell his/her side of the story.

c. Notify the parent or guardian by mail or telephone that the student is to be suspended, giving a definite commencement and ending date.

d. If the student denies the violation, an explanation of the evidence should be given.

e. Assignments will be given in the core units.

f. All work is due upon returning to class.

g. Students may not participate in or attend extracurricular or co-curricular activities while suspended.

h. The principal may, within the law, immediately remove a student from school when the conduct disrupts the academic atmosphere of the school, endangers fellow students, teachers, and officials or damages property.  Except in cases of disruption where circumstances make it vital that one or several pupils be removed from the school property immediately, no pupil shall be released by the school without notifying the parents or guardians in person or by telephone.

2. Suspension exceeding four days
a. Within 24 hours, written notice of the reason for the student’s removal from school shall be given to the student and the parent/guardian.  The proposed suspension must also be given in the notice.

b. If the parents/guardians decide to exercise their rights and appeal the suspension, they must notify the building principal before the suspension begins.  The principal will contact the superintendent to arrange a meeting with the parents.  If the parents are not satisfied with the decision of the superintendent, they have the right to appeal before the board of education.  The superintendent shall schedule the hearing before the school board and notify the parent of the time and date.  They also have the right to be represented by legal counsel.  The board of education may appoint a hearing officer to conduct the hearing and render the final decision.  The decision of the board or board-appointed hearing officer will be final.

c. Assignments will be given in the core units.

d. Work will be due generally each Monday or when suspension is completed, whichever occurs first or according to the student’s educational plan.

e. Students may not participate in or attend extracurricular or co-curricular activities.

Repeated actions that result in a 2nd suspension, the school will have the option to prohibit participation in any and or all school activities for the remainder of the school year or any part thereof.

CONTRACT FOR OUT-OF-SCHOOL SUSPENSION

Parents of students receiving out of school suspension as a disciplinary action will provide a supervised, structured environment while such student is suspended. Make-up assignments during the period of suspension will be put on a Special Assignment Form. These assignments will be made available to the parent(s) to pick up at the school. It is the student's responsibility to complete the assignments during the suspension period. The daily assignments will be made available and are due the day the student returns to school.

FIRE ALARMS

It is a misdemeanor to pull a fire alarm. Administration will notify law enforcement and action will be taken.  If someone is killed responding to an alarm it is a felony -- manslaughter.

FUNDRAISING

All funds must be deposited in the Eldorado Schools Activity Account on a daily basis.  All fundraising projects must be approved by the Eldorado School Board and be placed on the school calendar five days before the project is to begin.  All individuals will carry a letter of identification on school letterhead when soliciting funds/goods for classes. Grades PreK-3 and 4-6

All grades will be recorded on official report cards and issued to students and/or parents as numeric scores or as Pass/Fail (correspondence courses, service learning, etc.).
GYM
Students are not permitted in the gym during school unless supervised by a faculty member. Chewing gum and street shoes are not permitted.  After hour use of the gymnasium is open only to students of Eldorado Public Schools currently enrolled in the basketball and/or other appropriate programs.  Students will be granted permission to enter the gymnasium after hours when the coaches/authorized faculty have opened the facility and are present supervising.  Anyone behaving in an inappropriate manner will be asked to leave.
HAZING/INITIATIONS

Hazing is prohibited by any student organizations or any person associated with any organization sanctioned or authorized by any governing board of the public or private school or institution of higher education.

HEAD LICE
The following procedures shall be followed for the detection and prevention of the spread of head lice.

1.  Periodic screenings shall be conducted of students for the detection of head lice.

2.  If head lice are found, a note will be sent to the parent or guardian of the student. The student is to be sent home as soon as possible.  If a parent or guardian cannot come to the school to take the student home, the student should be sent home at the end of the school day with a copy of the letter of explanation to parents.

3. The student must be treated with a head lice shampoo before re-entry to school. Although students may return to school, infested students must be treated again in seven to ten days.
4. If the student is found to be inadequately treated, the student shall not be readmitted to school until treatment is initiated and the student is found to be free of crawling forms of lice. 

Students shall be readmitted to school with a certificate from a health professional that said child is no longer afflicted with head lice.  
Parents must follow proper procedures to completely eliminate the head lice problem.

Homeless Liaison

Eldorado Public School administration has established a procedure by which the faculty and staff will be able to refer any and all homeless families, children and youth to the district liaison. In order to be compliant with the Title X, Part C, McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act through the National Center for Homeless Education and the Oklahoma State Department of Education, the Eldorado Public School District has a designated Ms. Chrystal Bryant, PK-12 principal, homeless liaison for the district.
HONOR ROLL REQUIREMENTS

Superintendent’s Honor Roll for the Semester:

A grade of A / 90% or above in all classes on the semester report card. 

Principal’s Honor Roll for the Semester:

A grade of A’s and B’s / 80% or above in all classes on the semester report card.  
Superintendent’s Honor Roll for the Year:

A grade of A / 90% or above in all classes for both semesters.  

Principal’s Honor Roll for the Year:

A grade of A’s and B’s in all classes for both semesters.
ILLNESS AND MEDICATION
A student who complains of being sick will report to the office.  The secretary or an administrator will call the parent if the student's illness necessitates the student to be sent home.  Students will not call parents without permission. Parents of children who become ill or have an accident during the school day will be contacted.  If parents cannot be reached, the emergency numbers will be called.  Please be sure that your child’s emergency information is complete and accurate.
Students with a temperature of 100 degrees or more must go home and not return until they have been free of fever, vomiting or diarrhea for 24 hours.  When children are sick, they should remain at home to keep infections from spreading.  This does not include sniffles and coughs due to allergies.

No teacher or staff member is to administer medication to any pupil except when authorized by a written document from the student’s parent/guardian.  Forms can be obtained from the principal’s office.

All medication brought to school by students with the exception of inhalers will be confiscated and the parents will be asked to come to school to pick up the medication.  Medication not picked up within two weeks will be destroyed.  

All medications will be administered in the school office.  A "Log of the Administration of Medication" form will include the name of the student for whom the medicine was administered, the date and the time the medicine was administered, the name of the person who administered the medicine and the type or name of the medication which was administered.   

Filled prescription medicine shall be administered pursuant to the directions for the administration of the medicine listed on the label, or as otherwise authorized in writing by the physician prescribing the same.  Non-prescription medication may be dispensed and administered only in compliance with written directions on the label of the medication, or as otherwise noted in writing by the child's physician.  All medication shall be properly stored, and not readily accessible to persons other than the persons who will administer the medication. 

Pursuant to the provisions of 70 O.S. 1984, - 1 -11.2, neither an administrator nor designated school employee shall be liable to the student or his parent or guardian for civil damages for any personal injuries to the student which result from acts or omissions of the administration or designated school employees in administering any medicine pursuant to the provisions of the statute.

SELF ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICATION
(Senate Bill 343) The Eldorado School District allows students to medicate themselves for asthma and/or anaphylaxis medication under the following guidelines:  (1) the parent/guardian of a student must provide authorization in writing for the student to administer the medication.  (2) The parent/guardian must provide a written statement from the physician treating the student stating that the student has asthma and/or has the need to self administer anaphylaxis medication and is capable of self-administration of medication.  (3) The parent/guardian of the student must provide the school an emergency supply of the student's medication. 

(4) According to law, the district must inform the parent/guardian of the student, in writing, that the school district and its employees shall incur no liability as a result of any injury arising from the self-administration of medication by the student; therefore, you may consider yourself now informed. 
IN-SCHOOL INTERVENTION (ISI)

In-School intervention (ISI) will be a structured class situation with the emphasis being placed on intensive student intervention.  The primary purpose of this program is to allow most student offenders to remain in school and keep up with academics while being disciplined.  

The following behaviors listed are provided as examples.  It is not intended to be a complete list.  The principal has the right to determine if any behavior or action warrants the student’s being placed on any level of the ISI plan judged appropriate.

A.  Severe disruptions or violations of school policy could result in the student’s being placed at any level of the ISI plan the principal judges appropriate.

B.  Below are examples of behaviors and actions that can lead to a student’s being referred to the principal’s office:



1.  Continual non-compliance with classroom rules.



2.  Failure to adhere to the dress code.



3.  Hallway misconduct.



4.  Class disruption.



5.  Disrespect or defiance toward any teacher.



6.  Cafeteria misconduct.



7.  Fighting.



8.  Using profanity.



9.  Stealing or being in possession of stolen property.



10. Failure to attend detention.



11. Truancy.



12. Failure to adhere to bus rider rules.



13. Excessive tardiness.



14. Other disciplinary infraction 

C. Students will be allowed to do their daily work and tests scheduled that day.  The student will be placed in a designated area.  Visitation and socialization with other students will be prohibited.  The student may bring his/her lunch, eat in cafeteria or the cafeteria lunch can be brought to the detention room.

D. If a student receives in-school detention two times during the year and if the student commits a 3rd violation of rules, he/she may be suspended out of school.

E.  Students may not participate in or attend extracurricular activities while in ISI.
ISI Plan

Step 1
- When the student is referred to the principal’s office, a student-principal conference will be conducted.  The student’s parents will be notified of the referral.  The student may be given 1 to 3 days of ISI or other appropriate discipline.

Step 2 - May result in the student being given 3 or more days of ISI or other appropriate discipline.  The parents will also be informed of the referrals.

Step 3 - May result in the student being given 5 days of ISI or suspended for the remainder of the semester and/or the following semester.  Suspension mandates a parent conference for evidentiary hearing.

Repeated actions that result in a 2nd suspension, the school will have the option to prohibit participation in any and or all school activities for the remainder of the school year or any part thereof.
INTERNET 

 The Eldorado Board of Education believes that the use of the Internet and other local and/or wide area networks will further education by promoting the exchange of information and ideas and by providing intra- and inter-district, statewide, national, and global opportunities for staff, students, and community.  Students will be able to access the Internet under the supervision of their teachers.  Individual student and patron accounts and E-mail addresses will not be provided and the user will not be permitted to use the address to send and receive mail at school. An Internet/Computer Network use agreement will be signed by all persons wishing to use the services provided by the Eldorado School District.  Violation of the Internet/Computer Network Acceptable Use Policy will result in forfeiture of all user privileges.  Violators shall also be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.  Pending investigation into a student/staff complaint of inappropriate use of the networks, user privileges will be suspended.
Regulation Use of the Internet and CIPA Requirements

Acceptable and Prohibited Use 

a.  Acceptable Use 

Student access to Eldorado Public School District computers, networks, E-mail, and Internet services is provided for education, communication, and research purposes. General rules and expectations for student behavior and communication apply to the use of Eldorado Public School District computers, networks, E-mail, and Internet services. If there is any doubt about whether a contemplated activity is educational, students should consult with the person(s) designated by the District to help decide if a use is appropriate. 

The level of access that students have to school unit computers, networks, E-mail, and Internet services is based upon specific student learning requirements and needs. Students are to utilize District computers, networks, E-mail, and Internet services for school-related purposes and performance of educational success. Incidental personal use of school computers is permitted as long as such use does not interfere with any student’s ability to learn or use the computer for learning, with system operations or other system users. “Incidental personal use” is defined as use by an individual student for occasional personal communications. Students are reminded that such personal use must comply with this policy and all other applicable policies, procedures and rules.

b. Prohibited Use 

The student is responsible for his/her actions and activities involving school unit computers, networks, E-mail, and Internet services and for his/her computer files, passwords and accounts. General examples of unacceptable uses, which are expressly prohibited and will result in the cancellation of privileges, include but are not limited to the following: 

1. Any use that is illegal or in violation of other Board policies, including harassing, discriminatory or threatening communications and behavior, violating of copyright laws, etc.

2. Any use that passes confidential or personal information about another individual or group.

3. Any form of “cyberbullying”, where a child, preteen or teen is tormented, threatened, harassed, humiliated, embarrassed or otherwise targeted by another child, preteen or teen using the Internet, interactive and digital technologies or mobile phones.

4. Any use in which one individual portrays him/herself as another individual for any purpose.

5. Any use involving materials that are obscene, pornographic, sexually explicit or sexually suggestive. 

6. Any use that prompts or promotes the buy, selling, or participation in illegal use of any controlled or illegal substances.

7. Any use that prompts or promotes participation in gang activity or violence, whether gang related or not, against another individual or group for any reason.

8. Any use that prompts or promotes the buy, selling, or possession of illegal weapons or participation in terrorist activities or organizations.

9. Any use for private financial gain, or commercial, advertising or solicitation purposes.

10. No student shall knowingly provide school e-mail addresses to outside parties whose intent is to communicate with school faculty, students, and/or their families for non-school purposes. Students who are uncertain as to whether particular activities are acceptable should seek further guidance from the building principal or their appropriate administrator.

11. Any communication that represents personal views as those of Eldorado Public School District or that could be misinterpreted as such.

12. Downloading or loading non-educational software or applications without permission from the system administrator.

13. Opening or forwarding any e-mail attachments (executable files) from unknown sources and/or that may contain viruses.

14. Sending mass e-mails to school users or outside parties for school or non-school purposes without the permission of the system administrator or building principal.

15. Any malicious use or disruption of computer, networks, E-mail, and Internet services or breach of security features.

16. Any misuse or damage to computer equipment.

17. Misuse of the computer passwords or accounts (student or other user).

18. Any communications that are in violation of generally accepted rules of network etiquette and/or basic human decency.

19. Any attempt to access unauthorized sites.

20. Failing to report a known breach of computer security to the system administrator.

21. Using school computers, networks, and Internet services after such access had been denied or revoked.

22. Any attempt to delete, erase or otherwise conceal any information stored on a computer that violates these rules.

c. Netiquette 

All students must abide by rules of network etiquette, which include the following:

1. Be polite. Use appropriate language. No swearing, vulgarities, suggestive, obscene, belligerent, or threatening language.

2. Avoid language and uses that may be offensive to other users. Don’t use access to make, distribute, or redistribute jokes, stories, or other material that is based upon slurs or stereotypes relating to race, gender, ethnicity, nationality, religion, or sexual orientation.
3. Don’t assume that a sender of e-mail is giving his or her permission to forward or redistribute the message to third parties or to give his/her e-mail address to third parties. This should only be done with permission or when it is known that the individual would have no objection.

4. Be considerate when sending attachments with e-mail (where this is permitted). Be sure that the file is not too large to be accommodated by the recipient’s system and is in a format that the recipient can open.

Internet Safety 

a. Education & Monitoring

All faculty members and staff will be responsible in the education and monitoring of students in appropriate online behavior, including interactions with other individuals on social networking sites / chat rooms, and cyber-bulling awareness and response. 

b. Individual Responsibility of Parents and Students

All students and their parents/guardians are advised that access to the electronic network may include the potential for access to materials inappropriate for school-aged pupils. Every student must take responsibility for his or her use of the computer network, E-mail, and Internet and avoid these sites. Parents of minors are the best guides to materials to shun. If a student finds that other students are visiting offensive or harmful sites, he or she should report such use to the person designated by the District. 

c. Personal Safety 

Students should be safe. In using the computer network, E-mail, and Internet, students should not reveal personal information such as home address or telephone number. Students should not use their real last name or any other information that might allow a person to locate them without first obtaining the permission of a supervising teacher. Students should not arrange a face-to-face meeting with someone they “meet” on the computer network or Internet without their parent’s permission, Students should never agree to meet a person they have only communicated with on the Internet in a secluded place or in a private setting. 

d.  “Hacking” and Other Illegal Activities 

It is a violation of this Policy to use the District’s computer network or the Internet to gain unauthorized access to other computers or computer systems, or to attempt to gain such unauthorized access. Any use which violates state or federal law relating to copyright, trade secrets, the distribution of obscene or pornographic materials, or which violates any other applicable law or municipal ordinance, is strictly prohibited. 
e.  Confidentiality of Student Information 

Personally identifiable information concerning students may not be disclosed or used in any way on the Internet without the permission of a parent or guardian or, if the student is 18 or over, the permission of the student himself/herself. Students should never give out private or confidential information about themselves or others on the Internet, particularly credit card numbers and Social Security numbers. An administrator may authorize the release of directory information, as defined by Oklahoma law.

f. Technology Protection Measures

The district utilizes an outside content filtering service called OpenDNS.  This service is free of charge to the district and provides content filtering to prevent students from accessing visual depictions that are (1) obscene, (2) pornographic, and / or (3) harmful to minors.  The district will also monitor the online activities of students, through direct observation and / or technological means, to ensure that students are not accessing such depictions or any other material, which is inappropriate for minors.

Internet filtering software or other technology-based protection systems may be disabled by a supervising teacher or school administrator, as necessary, for purposes of bona fide research or other educational projects being conducted by students age 17 and older.

The term “harmful to minors” is defined by the Communications Act of 1934 (47 USC Section 254 [h][7]), as meaning any picture, image, graphic image file, or other visual depiction that 

· taken as a whole and with respect to minors, appeals to a prurient interest in nudity, sex, or excretion; 

· depicts, describes, or represents, in a patently offensive way with respect to what is suitable for minors, an actual or simulated sexual act or sexual contact, actual or simulated normal or perverted sexual acts, or a lewd exhibition of the genitals; 

· taken as a whole, lacks serious literary, artistic, political, or scientific value as to minors. 
Warranties
Eldorado School District and the Oklahoma State Department of Education make no warranties of any kind, whether express or implied, for the service it is providing.  The Eldorado School District and the Oklahoma State Department of Education will not be responsible for any damages suffered.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, non-deliveries, mis-deliveries, or service interruptions caused by negligence, error, or omissions.  Use of any information obtained via Eldorado School District, or the Oklahoma State Department of Education, is at the user’s own risk.  Eldorado School District is not responsible for the accuracy or quality of information obtained.

Security
Security on any computer system is a high priority, especially when the system involves many users.  If you feel you can identify a security problem on Internet, you must notify a teacher who will in turn notify a system administrator.  Do not demonstrate any problems to other users.  Do not use another individual’s account without written permission from that individual.  Attempts to log in to Internet as a system administrator will result in cancellation of user privileges.  Any user identified as a security risk or having a history of problems with other computer systems may be denied access to Internet.
Vandalism
Vandalism will result in cancellation of privileges.  Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy hardware, data of another user, Internet, or any agencies or networks that are connected to the NSFNET Internet backbone.  It also includes the deliberate interference with the operation of the school’s computer system, whether damage originates in the school or in some other location.  This includes, but is not limited to, the uploading or creation of computer viruses.

Acceptance of Terms and Conditions
All terms and conditions as stated in this document are applicable to the Eldorado School District, the Oklahoma Department of Education, in addition to NSFNET.  These terms and conditions reflect the entire agreement of the parties and supersede all prior and oral or written agreements and understandings of the parties.  These terms and conditions shall be governed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Oklahoma and the United States of America. Protecting Children in the 21st Century Act 2008.
LIBRARY

The library is open daily for students’ use. Students are responsible for checking in all books to the library in a timely manner and at the end of the school year. If there is an outstanding library book and or fine, the student may lose their library book privilege.

LOCKERS 

Lockers will be assigned for 6th grade and remain the property of the Eldorado Public Schools.  Students should not leave money or other articles of value in their lockers. Students are not to change lockers without the permission of the administration. Students may bring a key or combination lock to secure their locker.  A copy of the key or combination must be kept on file in the office.

Students will be expected to maintain neat lockers. This means periodic cleaning of lockers especially before each holiday break. NO GRAFFITI, STICKERS, ETC. ARE ALLOWED ON OR IN LOCKERS!!!!!  Any student , who habitually misuses lockers, leave doors open, have items protruding from lockers, food items, etc; will lost the use of a school locker.
School lockers, desks, and other areas of school facilities may be opened and examined by school officials at any time and no reason shall be necessary for such search.
LUNCH DETENTION
The administration reserves the right to conduct lunch detention for students. Students may be assigned to lunch detention for disciplinary actions or attendance problems. The procedure for the lunch detention will be worked out among the administrator, student, and teacher. 
MAKE-UP WORK 

Not counting the day of return, an absentee will have as many days to complete make-up work, as she/he was absent from classes.  It is the responsibility of the student to send for his/her assignments or to ask each teacher for make-up work on the day he/she returns to school.  Make-up work not completed in the allotted time will be recorded as a zero (0) in the grade book for each assignment in each class.  Students who know they are going to be absent are encouraged to pick up assignments in advance. 

Any examination or assignment that is due on the day missed when the absence occurs shall be made up on the day the student returns to class.  If the test or exam is administered on the day the student returns to class, she/he will be obligated to take the test on that day.  Should the student be absent at the time the test is announced, and then the test shall be administered to him/her one day following his/her return to class.
MEAL PRICES (Prices are subject to change.)

Lunch and breakfast bills will be sent home monthly and need to be paid monthly. If student bills are not paid meals will no longer be allowed to charge your child (ren)’s meals until this amount is paid.

Applications are available if any parent might qualify for free or reduced meals.
OPEN CAMPUS PRIVILEGE
PK – 6th grade students will not be permitted to leave campus for lunch.  They must be signed out and picked up by a parent.

ORGANIZATIONAL MEETINGS

4-H, Cheerleading, and other meetings shall be held before or after school.  

PARTICIPATION IN SCHOOL-SPONSORED ACTIVITIES AND TRIPS

When students are at a school-sponsored function, students are under school supervision and rules at all times.  Inappropriate behavior may result in parents being called and/or asked to take the offending student home.  Repeated behavior may result in a student being banned from school activities.

 A list of students going on a trip will be given to all teachers, drivers, and the administration; only Eldorado class members may attend class trips.  Students making a school-sponsored trip will travel in the transportation provided ONLY.  Students must stay together with their sponsor while on school-sponsored trips.  In the event a student is to be picked up by anyone other than a parent or guardian, a note of authorization must be presented to the staff member in charge of the activity.  The authenticity of the note can be questioned, and if there is doubt, the school has the right and/or responsibility to refuse to recognize the note and not release the student.  Students on school trips will not be permitted to ride home with their boy/girl friend.  A parent may sign his/her child out at the conclusion of the school sponsored activity.

PARTIES

There will be three (3) school parties during the school year for kindergarten through 6th grades.  They will be Christmas, Valentine’s Day, and the end-of-school party.
PERSONAL APPEARANCE 
All students are expected to dress in attire that is appropriate for school and practice good manners with respect for others, which will in turn reflect good judgment and pride in the student, school, and community.  For both male and female students, examples of inappropriate dress include (but are not limited to) the following:

1. Jeans with holes- Not above the knees unless appropriate clothing is worn underneath so skin is not exposed.
2. Clothing that inappropriately exposes the body: see-through or revealing such as tank tops, halter tops, tops or dresses with thin straps, undershirts and shirts that reveal bare shoulders, backs, sides, chests, or midriffs. (Straps should be a minimum of two inches…3 finger rule)
3. Clothing and/or jewelry concerning sex, drugs, tobacco or alcohol, gangs, or hate groups.
4. Clothing with vulgar insinuations, or obscene gestures, words, or pictures.
5. Clothing (including shorts) no shorter than the width of a dollar bill placed from the top of the knee to thigh area. ( DOLLAR BILL RULE) NO Cut-offs!!
6. Caps/hats are not to be worn in school buildings, including bandanas, by male or female at any time.  They must be removed when entering the building.
7. Sunglasses must be removed upon entering the building.
8. Pants will not be more than one-inch greater than waist size, nor will they drag the ground. Pants worn inappropriately low (sagging) below the natural hip bone or with long straps and /or chains attached.
9. Any clothing not designed to be baggy, but worn as baggy is not acceptable.
10. Unnatural hair colorings that are deemed a learning distraction will not be tolerated.
11. Writing/drawing on body
12. Piercings (other than earrings) or tattoos – students must cover inappropriate piercings or tattoos.
13. Nightwear worn as outer clothing, such as pajama shirts, pants or house shoes.
14. Undergarments, leggings or tights not appropriately covered by outerwear
15. All other items of dress determined to be disruptive to the educational environment.
Students are to practice good personal hygiene by keeping clean, wearing clean clothes to school, and being neatly groomed and behaved.  Being neatly groomed includes keeping hair clean, brushing teeth, and using deodorants on the body to avoid embarrassment to students as well as to the people around them.


Teachers are asked to talk to students individually concerning proper dress if the need arises.  Students who continue to disregard the policy shall be reported to the principal for appropriate action.  Should a student be offensive in any manner according to the conditions stated above, the student may be required to return home for proper grooming or attire.  

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Senate Bill 1876 provides for the implementation of a sequential, developmentally appropriate physical education curriculum and requires that at least fifty percent (50%) of physical education activities be performed at a moderate or vigorous level.

Students who request not to attend PE must have a note from a parent or doctor with reason.

POLICE INVOLVEMENT

School officials have the option to notify police authorities, and in cases of major violations, may press charges. If the police is notified, reasonable attempts to contact the parent will be made. Any action taken by police authorities will be in addition to action by the school. School officials, guided by the district procedure, will cooperate with police authorities during investigations.
PROMOTION AND RETENTION OF STUDENTS

The decision of whether to promote a student to the next grade or to retain him or her in the current grade is a decision that Eldorado Board of Education considers to be very important.  
Additionally, whether a student passes or fails an individual class is also important.  

The educational program shall provide for the continuous progress of students from grade to grade, with students generally spending one school year in each grade.  Retention of a student in grades K-8 must be an agreement between the school’s professional staff and the student’s parents/guardians. When retention is recommended, supportive evidence must be presented to the parents.
However, retention may be considered in the following situation:     

1. The student is in grade K-3, or, on rare occasions, when in grades 4-8.
2. The student is achieving significantly below expected grade-level performance. Assessments of Priority Academic Student Skills
3. The student has not been previously retained.

4. Maturity of student (physical, mental, emotional, and social)

5. Attendance
6. Students who fail 4consecutive grading periods in core academic areas must repeat the entire year.( no parental approval required, state mandate)
When retention is considered for any third-grade student due to a reading deficiency pursuant to the Reading Sufficiency Act (as referenced in HB 2878 of the 1998 Legislative Session), the parent or guardian of the student shall be included in the retention consideration. 
Reading instruction for students entering the 1st grade in the 2011-2012 school year will include provisions of the Reading Enhancement and Acceleration Development (READ). It states that if the reading deficiency of a student, as identified by assessments, is not remediated by the third grade, as demonstrated by scoring at the unsatisfactory level on the reading portion of third grade criterion-referenced tests, the students must be retained in the third grade unless promotion is through any of the 6 good cause exemptions or the decision of the Student Reading Proficiency Team. (As referenced in SB 346 and HB 2625)(May 21, 2014)
Teachers and administrators are expected to adhere to the district’s retention procedural guidelines when considering retention as an educational recommendation.  Procedural guidelines will be reviewed annually to ascertain efficiency and applicability. 
REPORT CARDS 

Report cards will be issued to students following the end of each nine-week grading period.  Report cards at the end of school will be given to students after they have cleaned their lockers and cleared all debts.  A mid-quarter grade report (progress report) will be sent to parents, via the students, during the 5th week of each 9-week grading period (unless the 5th week is during Parent/Teacher Conference).

SCHOOL ACTIVITY FUND

All money paid to the school is receipted and deposited daily.  Each organization has an account kept by the Eldorado Schools business office. The activity fund is audited each year. 

SCHOOL CLOSINGS
It is policy of the Eldorado Public School to dismiss school if weather conditions deteriorate to the extent that the safety of students may be jeopardized. Occasionally school is called off due to bad weather.  We will be using the ONE CALL NOW on our phone system anytime that school will be closed. An automated phone system will be established to notify teachers, parents, and community of school closings. Text message alerts will be available as well as email. The ONE CALL NOW system will inform area radio and television stations. No announcements will be made when school will remain open as usual.  
SEXUAL HARASSMENT
Sexual harassment will be considered an assault and may result in out-of-school suspension.  Sexual harassment is defined as any persistent offensive behavior of a sexual nature that is unsolicited and unwelcome.

SPORT RELATED INJURIES
Concussion and Head Injuries Awareness/Management
In accordance with Oklahoma Statute 24-155 of Title 70 (Senate Bill 1700) the Eldorado Public Schools Board of Education has a policy using specific guidelines set forth under statue.

STUDENT SEARCH 

A search is permitted when the student is on school premises, in transit while under the authority of the school, or while attending any function sponsored or authorized by the school.  In no event shall a strip search of a student be allowed.  No student’s clothing, except cold weather outerwear, shall be removed prior to or during the search.  In the event of a search of a student, the search will be conducted by an administrator or teacher of the same sex and witnessed by a person of the same sex.

TARDY-Unexcused 
Teachers will keep all unexcused tardies in their grade books.  It shall be the teacher’s decision as to whether or not a tardy is excused or unexcused.  



1 Unexcused Tardy – Warning

2 Unexcused Tardies – Warning/Notify parent in writing or phone



3 Unexcused Tardies – Lunch Detention (3 days) or Saturday school 
Three unexcused tardies do count as one absence.

TELEPHONE USAGE 

1. Permission must be obtained prior to using the office phone.

2. Students shall not be called to the phone during class time unless it is an emergency; otherwise, the message will be given to the student at the end of the class period.

3. Students may use the phone with permission between class periods and during the noon hour.  
TEXTBOOKS

Textbooks are furnished by the State of Oklahoma and the Eldorado Public Schools.  These textbooks are numbered and the student to whom the book is checked out will be responsible for textbook loss or damage. All books are to be returned at the close of the semester, close of the school term or when withdrawing from school. Students who have lost or damaged textbooks will pay restitution for the book. This includes library books.  Students are not to write in textbooks. Students will cover books with a book protector.
TRANSPORTATION

The Oklahoma State Board of Education prohibits the use of school buses for transportation for nonparticipating pupils to and from contests, athletic games, or other school functions.

TRUANCY
Truancy is defined as deliberate absence from school on the part of the pupil without the knowledge of the parent/guardian, and/or for which no justifiable excuse is given.  

USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES
Eldorado Board of Education believes that the first priority in the use of the school district facilities is the education of children in the district.  However, local citizens are encouraged to use the facilities for other reasonable educational, recreational, and social functions. School facilities shall not be used for commercial use or personal gain or profit. The board may open any school building and permit the use of any property belonging to the district for religious, political, literacy, community, cultural, scientific, mechanical, agricultural or parental involvement purposes and other purposes of general public interest. The board shall exercise its authority to fix and collect rental rates and charges for the occupancy or use of school facilities in such amounts and in such manner as may be determined. The superintendent or the superintendent's designee will establish rules and regulations in support of this policy.
WEAPONS AND FIREARMS

  It is unlawful for students to possess firearms and/or dangerous weapons.  Violation of the law will result in a student being suspended from three days to two successive semesters (1 year) and reported to local law enforcement or county sheriff.     

WITHDRAWING FROM SCHOOL 

A student withdrawing from school will make the necessary arrangements with the administration.  Students are to pay any outstanding bills owed to the school (i.e. lunches, fundraisers, etc.) before withdrawing.  If possible, a student who plans to withdraw from school must obtain a Withdrawal Form at the beginning of the school day of the last day of attendance at Eldorado Schools.  The student should take his/her textbooks to class to check-in at the end of each period.  Each teacher should be given the Withdrawal Form at the first of each class period and it should be returned to the student after the cumulative grade is placed on the form and signed by the teacher.  At the end of the day, a member of the office staff will make a copy of the form and give the original to the student for the purpose of enrolling at another school.  The student’s new school will request a complete copy of the student’s records, which will be mailed to the school system, and a copy of all records will be retained in the Eldorado Public Schools as required by law.

NONDISCRIMINATION
It is the policy of the Eldorado School District to provide opportunities without regard to race, color, national origin, sex qualified handicap or sexual orientation in its educational programs and activities.  This includes, but is not limited to admissions, educational services, financial aid, and employment.  The Eldorado School is in compliance with Title IX., VI. Section 504 and other state and federal programs.
ITEMS NOT COVERED IN THIS HANDBOOK

We realize that many things not mentioned in this handbook could happen at school whenever this happens action will be taken on information available. Administration will make a firm but fair decision in all other occurrences.

BOARD OF EDUCATION

The Eldorado Board of Education will supersede and take precedence over any policy listed in this handbook. Any person disagreeing with any policy in this handbook may request through the superintendent, and opportunity to state their objectives to the Board of Education.
ELDORADO PUBLIC SCHOOLS ANNUAL NOTIFICATIONS

ACQUIRED IMMUNE DEFICIENCY SYNDROME POLICY (AIDS):  

The Board of Education believes that its primary responsibility is to provide the opportunity for an education to each school-age child who resides within this district and who is qualified under Oklahoma Law to attend school.

It is the policy of this Board of Education that students who have contracted AIDS, or students who are infected with the Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV), will not be denied educational opportunities.  The placement of students with AIDS or with HIV within the school system will depend upon the student's needs and the school's capabilities.  

Students who have been verified by the Oklahoma Department of Public Health, the school physician, or a private physician as having contracted AIDS may be placed in the school's handicapped program provided that the students otherwise meet eligibility established by the Superintendent.

ACQUIRED IMMUNE DEFICIENCY SYNDROME REGULATIONS:  

In accordance with the policy of the Board of Education, this regulation shall govern the placement of students infected with Human Immune-deficiency Virus (HIV) which can result in Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS), and its related illnesses.

The knowledge that a student of this school district is infected with HIV may arise from different sources.  If a student or the student's parent(s) or guardian(s) advise a member of the staff that the student is infected with HIV or is suspected of being infected, the staff member will report that information to the Superintendent.
If the student or any person other than a student's parents or guardian reports that a student is infected with HIV or has AIDS, the Superintendent will meet with the student's parent(s) or guardian(s) as soon as possible.  The Superintendent will determine if the parent(s) or guardian(s) have knowledge of the student's infection and, if not, whether further medical examination is desired.  If the Superintendent confirms that the student is infected with HIV or that the student has AIDS, the Superintendent will report the student's illness to the Oklahoma Department of Health. 

The State Department of Health may convene a confidential meeting of a multidisciplinary team for recommendation of school placement of an HIV-infected student.  The multidisciplinary team shall include, but not be limited to the following:

1. the parents or guardians and their legal representative;

2. the physician of the student;

3. a representative from the Superintendent's office of the affected district;

4. a representative from the State Department of Health;

5. a representative from the State Department of Education.

When a student is confirmed as being infected with HIV, the Superintendent will discuss the educational options of the student with the multidisciplinary team convened by the State Department of Health.  If the State Department of Health does not convene a multidisciplinary team, the Superintendent will convene a Health Review Committee composed of the parents, the student's physician, public health personnel, and school personnel.  School personnel may include the Superintendent or Superintendent's designee, the counselor, and for elementary students, the homeroom or grade teacher.

The Health Review Committee shall make recommendations for educational placement after weighing the risks and benefits to both the infected child and to others in the educational setting.  If the Health Review Committee determines that the condition of the student warrants the child’s being classified as a "handicapped" child in need of special education and related services under P.L. 94-142, then the district shall convene a Special Education Placement Team to consider whether the child qualifies for an Individual Educational Placement.
The Health Review Committee will determine if the student's health poses an immediate and present danger to the student, the school staff, or other students if the infected student is placed in a regular classroom environment.  If the Health Review Committee determines that such a danger is present, the Superintendent will offer homebound instruction to the student under the school's homebound instruction program.  The school superintendent may temporarily remove a student with AIDS from the classroom if and when communicable diseases are occurring in the school population in order to protect the infected student from extraordinary risk.
If the Health Review Committee determines that the student's health does not pose an immediate danger to the student, school staff, or other students, the Health Review Committee will be requested to conduct a monthly evaluation of the infected student's progress or a more frequent evaluation as circumstances warrant.

ASBESTOS HAZARD EMERGENCY RESPONSE ACT OF 1986:  

The district has complied with this act and the asbestos identified in our management plan is checked regularly by an asbestos company and our staff to scrutinize any changes in the material which would cause a health hazard.  We will continue to monitor the asbestos as defined by EPA guidelines.  If changes occur, our asbestos coordinator will notify the appropriate people as prescribed by the law.  The management plan documenting these inspections is on file in the Superintendent's office for public review.  Information regarding any asbestos related activities planned or in progress, will be disseminated by the local newspaper when they arise.
CHILD FIND:  

Child Find is the active, ongoing process of locating, identifying and evaluating handicapped children to provide services to meet their needs.  Public Law 94-142 provides that each handicapped child is entitled to a free, appropriate public education.  The state Department of Education has approved regulations to meet minimum guidelines to implement such services.

Eldorado Public Schools is seeking assistance in the effort to identify and serve handicapped children from birth through 21 years of age who may be eligible to receive special education services.  Any information or referral of children with a suspected mental and/or physical handicap can be brought to the attention of the school by calling 580-633-2219 or 580-633-2210 and bringing this to the attention of the administration or professional teaching staff.
NOTICE TO PARENTS REGARDING TEACHER QUALIFICATIONS:  

As a parent in Eldorado Public Schools who is receiving Title I funds, you have the right to know the professional qualifications of the classroom teachers who instruct your child.  Federal law allows you to ask for certain information about your child’s classroom teacher, and requires us to give you this information in a timely manner if you ask for it.  Specifically, you have the right to ask for the following information about each of your child’s classroom teachers:

· Whether the Oklahoma State Department of Education has licensed or qualified the teacher for the grades or subjects he or she teaches.

· Whether the Oklahoma State Department of Education has decided that the teacher can teach in a classroom without being licensed or qualified under state regulations because of certain circumstances.

· The teacher’s college major; whether the teacher has any advanced degrees and, if so, the subject of the degrees.

· Whether any teacher’s aides or similar paraprofessionals provide services to your child and, if they do, their qualifications.

NOTICE OF PARENTAL RIGHTS UNDER SECTION 504:  

Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act is a nondiscrimination statute barring discrimination on the basis of one’s disability.  It is the policy of this school district not to discriminate on the basis of disability in its educational programs, activities or employment policies as required by the Act.  The Act requires the school district to locate, evaluate and determine if the student is a qualified individual requiring accommodations necessary to provide access to educational programs.  Parents are entitled to have the opportunity to review relevant educational records under the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  Parents or guardians disagreeing with the decisions reached by school personnel for accommodations necessary for access to educational programming and/or facilities may request a hearing before an impartial hearing officer by notifying the school principal.  The designated school district 504 Coordinator is Traci Slippey.
NOTICE OF RIGHTS UNDER FERPA FOR ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY INSTITUTIONS:  

The Family Educational and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 years of age (eligible students) certain rights with respect to the student’s education records.  These rights are as follows:

· The right to inspect and review the student’s educational records within 45 days of the day the District receives a request for access.  Parents or eligible students should submit to the Superintendent a written request that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect.  The Superintendent will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be inspected.

· The right to request the amendment of the student’s educational records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate or misleading.  Parents or eligible students may ask the District to amend a record that they believe is inaccurate or misleading.  They should write the Superintendent, clearly identify the part of the record they want changed, and specify why it is inaccurate or misleading.  If the District decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, the District will notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment.  Additional information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the right to a hearing.

· The right to consent to disclosure of personally identifiable information contained in the student’s educational records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent.  One exception which permits disclosure without consent is disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational interests.  A school official is a person employed by the District as an administrator, supervisor, instructor, or support staff member (including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel); a person serving on the school board; a person or company with whom the District has contracted to perform a special task (such as an attorney, auditor, medical consultant, or therapist); or a parent or student serving on an official committee, such as a disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school official in performance of his or her tasks.  A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or her professional responsibility.  Upon request, the District discloses educational records with consent to officials of other school districts or post-secondary schools in which a student seeks or intends to enroll.

· The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the District to comply with the requirements of FERPA;.  The name and address of the Office that administers FERPA is Family Policy Compliance Office, U.S. Department of Education, 400 Maryland Avenue SW, Washington, D.C. 20202-4605.

· The right to object to the disclosure of directory information.  Directory information may be disclosed without prior written consent of a parent or eligible student if the parent or eligible student has not notified the Superintendent in writing at least ten (10) days after receipt of this Notification of any or all items they refuse to permit the District to designate as directory information regarding the student.  In addition, two federal laws require the District to provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory information categories – names, addresses, and telephone listings – unless parents have advised the District in writing that they do not want their student’s information disclosed without prior written consent.

· “Directory Information” shall include a student’s name, parent’s or guardian’s name, address, telephone number, date and place of birth, weight and height, courses taken, major field of study, dates of attendance, grade level, degrees, honors, and awards received, most recent previous school attended, student statements, photographs, audio or videotapes depicting students and/or a student’s work, and electronic mail addresses.  Any parent or eligible student’s objection to the release of directory information shall be appropriately designated on the student’s educational records.  The principal will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be inspected.

· IDEA-B:  Eldorado School District provides educational services to students with disabilities utilizing federal assistance through IDEA-B funds to enhance the basic program.  An application is on file at the Superintendent’s office and is available for examination and recommendations by district. 

TITLE I

PARENT PARTICIPATION POLICY

· Whether the teacher has met state qualifications and licensing criteria for the grade level and subject area taught;

· Whether the teacher is teaching under an emergency or other provisional status;

· The degree held by the teacher;

· Whether the student is provided services by paraprofessionals and their qualifications.


· Committee meetings will be scheduled with parents of students who qualify according to the Reading Sufficiency Act.


· School wide parent activities will be planned to involve parents in their child’s education.


· The Parent Participation Policy will be reviewed and revised annually by the site’s Title I team with parent representation. 

What is meningococcal disease?
Meningococcal (men-IN-jo-kok-ul) disease is a rare but sometimes fatal disease caused by a bacterium called Neisseria meningitidis. The disease causes either meningitis, severe swelling of the brain and spinal cord, or meningococcemia, a serious infection of the blood.
Who is at risk from meningococcal disease? Although the risk is extremely low, disease does occur.  

 Babies less than a year old have the highest risk for meningococcal disease, but no vaccine is  

 available to protect them. Teenagers and young adults, aged 15 to 22 years, are at increased risk 
 because of behaviors that spread the disease. On average two to three people in this age group get 
 meningococcal disease every year in Oklahoma. More than half of these

could be prevented by vaccine.College freshmen living in dormitories have a greater chance of contracting the disease than other persons their age. Others at increased risk are those with immune system problems, without a spleen, and traveling to parts of the world where the disease is more common.
How is the disease spread?
The disease is spread by droplets in the air and direct contact with someone who is infected. That includes coughing or sneezing, kissing, sharing a water bottle or drinking glass, sharing cigarettes, lipstick, lip balm–anything an infected person touches with his or her mouth.
Is meningococcal disease dangerous?
Yes, every year in the United States about 2,500 people are infected and about 300 people a year die, in spite of treatment with antibiotics. Of those who live, about 400 a year lose their arms or legs, become deaf, have problems with their nervous systems, become mentally retarded, or suffer seizures or strokes. This is why preventing the disease is important. If your child has symptoms of meningococcal disease contact your health-care provider immediately.

How can meningococcal disease be prevented?
 Vaccines can prevent many types of meningococcal disease, but not all types. There are two vaccines  

 available in the United States that protect against four of the five most common strains of the 
 meningococcal bacteria. The newest vaccine, called Menactra, or MCV4, is currently available for:
Adolescents entering high school (15 years of age), College freshmen who live in dormitories, Other people at high risk 11- through 55- years-of-age.
Is the meningococcal vaccine safe?
Yes, both vaccines are safe; however, there are risks with any vaccine. About half of the people who get the vaccine will have pain and redness where the shot was given, but because the vaccine is not made from the whole bacteria, it cannot cause bloodstream infections or meningitis. A small percentage of people who get the vaccine develop a fever. Vaccines, like all medicines, carry a risk of an allergic reaction, but this risk is very small.A few cases of Guillain-Barré Syndrome, a serious nervous system disorder, have been reported among people who got the new vaccine, MCV4 (meningococcal conjugate vaccine). At this time, there is not enough evidence to tell if the vaccine caused the disorder. Health officials are investigating these reports.
Does the meningococcal vaccine work?
Yes. The new meningococcal vaccine protects about 90 percent of the people who receive it from meningococcal disease caused by types A, C, Y, and W-135. These types cause almost two-thirds of all meningococcal disease in teenagers in the United States. It does not prevent type B, which causes about one third of the cases in teenagers.
Does the meningococcal vaccine prevent all cases of meningitis?
No. However, 63 percent of the meningitis cases in 18-22 year olds occurring in Oklahoma from 2000 through 2005 could have been prevented by vaccination. The meningococcal vaccine does not include type B. Scientists have not been able to make a vaccine that will protect against type B. Other bacteria and viruses can also cause meningitis. More information about these causes can be found at the National Meningitis Association Web site listed in the box in the next column.
